Social studies 9- Assignment

Student will:  Create a mind map with illustrations of the Charter.  

Criteria:

· Include real-life examples of each of the rights and freedom s in the Charter,

· Use illustrations, key words and phrases to show how the rights and freedom s are connected.
· Students must include at least 15 rights and freedoms
· The mind map should be neatly done 

What is a mind map?

Mind maps are a visual tool to help organize and retain information.  They use colour, illustrations and key words to trigger memory when learning new concepts.  Use these step to create a mind map:

· Place the name of the topic being studied in the centre of the page

· Draw a bubble or some other shape related to the topic around the title.

· From the centre of the bubble, branch off using subheadings that help explain the topic.

· When branching off, use chains, curly lines, arrows, straight lines and other types of line that help describe the connection between the subheading and the main topic.

· Avoid writing down too many words and sentences.  Use only key words as triggers to help remember the information. 

· Add pictures, maps, diagrams or other illustrations that help bring the key words and lines to “line”.

· Can be digital.
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
